SFI 24.1,31,41). Unaltered Neck Collar • Racing Suit or 
Jacket (Abrasive Resistant) Pants, Gloves, Shoes.   
(Chest/Rib Protector Mandatory for Kid & Sports Karts) 

          

Kart: Safety clipped, wired, or cotter pinned items. 
Frt. Wheel nuts • Spindle bolts • Tie rod ends • Steering 
shaft & bearing blocks • Steering wheel • Brake master 
and caliper • Brake rod • Throttle rod • Pedals 

Additional: Weights (painted white, 5/16 min bolt and 
double nutted or pinned). All wheel rims have 3 nuts, 
Seat has 4 bolts fastening it, body work, nerf bars and 
bumpers are well attached. Brakes work. 

Fuel lines are zip tied or wired at connections, and 
routed away from exhaust pipes and secured.  
Kart number visible on all 4 sides. Transponder mounted  
on left side (at least 10” back from spindle bolt).
